The Scottish Ministers make the following Order in exercise of the powers conferred
by sections 9(1)(c), (d) and (f), 70(1) and 143 of the Roads (Scotland) Act 1984(*) and
of all other powers enabling them to do so.

In accordance with sections 20A() and 55A(%) of that Acf, they have determined that
the project falls within Annex I to Council Directive| No 85/337/EEC(%) on the
assessment of the effect of certain public and private projects on the environment.

In accordance with sections 20A(2) and 55A(2) of that Act, they have prepared an
environmental statement and published notice of it on|{23 March 2007 and have
complied with all other provisions of sections 20A and 55A of that Act.

This Order is made in accordance with Parts I and III of Schedule 1(°) to that Act.
